The Emergency Medical Responder curriculum includes training in the simple skills that 

are focused on lifesaving interventions for critical patients.  Typically, the Emergency 

Medical Responder renders on-scene emergency care while awaiting additional EMS 

response.  Specific topics include but are not limited to:  Patient Assessment, Cardiac and 

Respiratory Emergencies, Bleeding and Shock, Environmental Emergencies, 

Musculoskeletal Injuries and Terrorism and Natural Disasters.  Upon successful 

completion of this class students may be eligible to take the national Registry exam for 

licensure.

Successful completion of the national curriculum and becoming qualified to take 

the National Registry EMR exam requires meeting certain performance standards in the 

class. This includes making a minimum score on the course exam of 80.  

 

Meeting this required performance standard is dependent on the level of 

individual academic preparation before the EMR course, and on an individual’s 

motivation and hard work during the class. Individual students have varying levels of 

academic preparation and motivation, and not all students will successfully complete the 

course.  

 

Therefore, the student signing below indicates his or her understanding that the 

Alabama Fire College cannot guarantee that the student taking this EMR course will 

automatically be qualified to take the National Registry exam for EMR.  Furthermore, the 

Alabama Fire College does not represent that a student taking the EMR course will 

receive licensure by the Alabama Department of Health Office of EMS and Trauma.
